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Plot / Content: 

It is the time of the Clone Wars. The Jedis are having trouble dealing with the quantity of ships they must engage and so have decided to embark on a dangerous mission to sabotage the warship factory. Ahsoka Tano, Anakin’s Padawan, is trying to prove to her master that she deserves to be taken along, and devises a clever plan to join Skywalker, Kenobi, and their crew. They have to deal with scanned ships, passive slaves, monster bugs, blockades, slow ships and traitors.

Quality of writing / drawing: 

The dialogue is not dumbed down for a younger audience. It’s a very text-heavy comic, surprising considering all of the action scenes both in space and on the planet. A typical single speech bubble may say, as on page 52 “ Master Jedi, we didn’t ask for slavery but the truth is many of us are ship crafters. The circumstances in which we work are not ideal, but we choose it over death. Freedom is not worth the cost of our lives.” It’s based on the TV show, so the art style is the same, and it’s in full colour. 

Any worrisome parts (sex, violence, language): 

This is Star Wars, so there are lots of space battles, with lasers blasting. There are also lots of light sabre duels, mostly against droids, but Tano does kill a monster by stabbing it in the head with her sword. Implied on page 70 is that Juhm, the callous leader of the factory, is charmed with a female slave, but he does not do anything more than stroke her cheek. The rescue crew joke about “earning their drinks” by doing a good job. The overseer Juhm is slain by Dooku’s henchman, but that happens “in the gutter” (off screen, between the panels).
