Plot / Content:

There are 5 adventures featuring the Cartoon Network TV show characters The Powerpuff Girls in this book. In “Squirrelly Burly”, Bubbles gives Chemical X (the secret ingredient that made them superheroes) to an injured squirrel, making him unique. In “Buttercup’s Boyfriend”, Buttercup rejects a boy’s affection and a villain tricks him into using an anti-love ray to wreak havoc. In “Video Maim” the girls are given a video game that actually has them destroying their own city. In “Power Play”, a meteorite gives everyone in Townsville super powers, with disastrous results. In “Holy Molari”, Bubbles loses a tooth and villain Mojo Jojo uses its super-strength for evil purposes.

Quality of writing / drawing:

It feels like a comic book (which it is) packaged as a graphic novel. The plots sound like they come from the TV show and the illustrations match the TV too. It’s fun fluff for PPG fans and young readers. It’s no Pulitzer prize, but it’s not supposed to be.

Objectionable parts (sex, violence, language):

There is superhero-type violence (hitting the bad guy over the head with a tree, the bad guy using a ray gun to try and shoot the PPGs, oversized video-game robots breathing fire and crushing buildings) but it is comic-y and no one ever dies. Mojo Jojo calls the girls stupid and tough-as-nails Buttercup tells someone “don’t be such a baby”. The vocabulary may be challenging for really young readers (e.g. page 55 uses words like polymer, expand and exponentially).
