Plot: 

Thieves and Kings is an on-going tale about the young thief, Rubel, and the people and adventures surrounding him. Set against the backdrop of political upheaval in the city state of Oceansend, and magical war with dark powers, the story follows the life and adventures of the young thief Rubel and the sorceress Heath Wingwhit. As Mark Oakley (the series’ author) writes “I try to achieve in Thieves & Kings a sense of friendliness and sympathy, inviting the readers to see in themselves the hero and heroine, and to roundly enjoy their travails as the story winds its way”.
